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Abstract

The media has played a significant role in disseminating feminist ideas
and politics. Early studies in the filed often suggest that most media coverage
was anti-feminist and they criticize popular culture texts for degrading
women by constructing conventional female images. This view conceives
popular culture as an enemy. Since the last decade, as work in cultural studies
demonstrate, texts, knowledge, and political practices are constructed within
competing social, political, and economic contexts of culture industries. This
view conceives popular culture as a site where meanings are contested and
where dominant ideologies can be disturbed. By way of critical review of the
prevailing literature, this paper examines the transformations in the way
feminist scholars deal with popular culture, including the definitions of
gender and feminist popular culture politics. Finally, I suggest a contextual

and materialist approach to the study of popular culture.
